Installation 

1. Follow the instructions for installation of concealed cistern (Armera part code CI.735).
You will be left with the following parts protruding from the wall:

Item Description 
1 Fixing brackets x2 
2 Floor fixing screws x2 
3 Pan fixing screws x2 
4 Rawl plugs x2 
5 Washers x2 
6 Cover caps x2 
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Apply silicon grease 

2. Mark the correct lengths for the flush pipe (supplied with concealed cistern) and pan
connector (not supplied).

3. Cut the flush pipe and pan connector to the correct length.

4. Make a chamfer on the outer face of the flush pipe and pan connector and apply silicon
grease to the inner face of the pipes in the wall.

5. Without the flush pipe and pan connector attached, position the pan against the wall
and mark on the floor the location of the holes for the fixing brackets. Next, pull the
pan away from the wall and secure the fixing brackets to the floor using the floor fixing
screws and rawl plugs provided.

6. Re-attach the flush pipe and pan connector and push the pan back into its final
position. Ensure that you make a secure connection with the flush pipe into the water
supply and pan connector into the waste outlet. Test for leaks by flushing the toilet
before fixing the pan to the floor.

7. Ensure the pan is level and then secure it to the fixing brackets using the pan fixing
screws and washers provided. Fix on the cover caps and seal the base of the pan using
silicon sealant.

8. Finally, attach the toilet seat by following the instructions provided with the seat.
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
